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Pictured below is the mitigation area #43, thisaasain very good condition and has minimal invasiv
growth.

Ponds 62 and 56 are examples of most ponds in CDPod 56 was 90% covered with the submersed

weed called hydrilla this past summer. After mggiection on January 96the hydrilla was less than 5%.
