Inspection Date: 1/7, 1/11, 1/21, 1/28 
 
January had very little growth which is average for the winter months.  There was an above average amount of rainfall in January 
which raised the water levels in all sites.  Our technicians worked on treating algae blooms along with removing debris, dead primrose 
and grasses around the pond perimeters. 
 
ASI will be targeting southern naiad in pond #105 as well as slender spike rush.   
 
Pond #41 is a good example of how cold weather affects native aquatic plants.  This pond is full of dormant pickerel weed and 
bulrush.  These will all recover in the spring.    
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We are targeting dead alligator weed runners on the perimeter of pond #55.  We removed a large amount of trash and debris from 
pond #55 in January.   
 
Pond #47 is across the street from 55 and is in great shape! 
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 We are targeting spatterdock lilies in pond #2 and they are under control.  Pond #11 is in great shape.                                                                           
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The sites below are large algae producers and require multiple treatments per month.  These sites are high priority for February and I 
will have follow up pictures in February’s report.  We are also treating pond #103 for algae and trash removal. 
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 Site #26 was almost completely dry in mid January.  We removed a large amount of trash and debris from this site and pond #24 in 
January. 
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Ponds #41, #46, and #7 are great examples of a majority of the sites in FishHawk Ranch.   
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
