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Inspection Dates: 3/9/10 & 3/16/10 
 
March was similar to the previous months as far as the weekly rains were concerned.  We did show a warming 
trend throughout the month, which was a contributing factor to algae growth.  We saw a slight decline of 
floating weeds like duckweed and azolla.  Most ponds and lakes were in great shape, like pond # 100 below.  
This particular pond has had problems with floating weeds this winter.  Our weekly monitoring has kept it 
under control.   
 
 

 
    



 

 
 
 
 
 
 Ponds #99, #104 and #35 had some cattails popping up which were treated in March.  Pond #103 below is 
almost dry and always has debris floating in it. Along with regular treatments, Mike has been picking up any 
debris along the edges of the pond.  This pond is too shallow for boat treatments and it produces a large amount 
of algae because of the shallow water. 
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Lake #10 has been a large algae producer this winter and is showing improvement. We continue to treat 
aggressively by atv and boat.  This is a candidate for a littoral shelf planting along with # 59.   I have met with 
homeowners on lake #59 during my inspections and they have expressed interest in littoral shelf plantings.  I 
will be putting a planting proposal together for the CDD to review.  The plantings will help reduce the amount 
of algae on these lakes as well as add aesthetic beauty to them. 
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Ponds #27, #28 and #30 are on Osprey Ridge Blvd and are in good shape.  We have been fighting slender spike 
rush in these ponds every month and we’ve had positive result following treatments.  Pond #36 is located in 
Phoebe Park and has had minimal problems and is in good condition.  
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 Pond #25 is a great example of the majority of ponds throughout FishHawk Ranch.  It rarely has algae and the 
water is crystal clear.  This pond represents the ASI service standard.  We will continue to aggressively treat the 
troubled ponds to achieve and maintain this end result. 
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
