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October has had a large amount of algae growth because of the continued high 
temperatures and low amount of rainfall. Of course algae growth is a priority to treat and some 
ponds were worse than others.   Pond 11 (below left) is an example of how ASI has controlled 
the growth in most of FishHawk Ranch.  Pond 16 (below right) shows the effects of the October 
weather on other ponds in FishHawk Ranch.    
 
 

 
 
 
  
  
 

 
 
 
 

 



Pond 10 (upper left) was one of the problem ponds in October, with algae blooms on top 
of slender spikerush.  This is going to be tightly monitored in the November.  ASI will be 
performing a debris removal for garbage in pond 10 in early November.  Pond 15 (upper right) 
showed an average amount of growth for Octobers conditions.  Pond 92 (lower left) did not have 
any algae issues this month.  ASI has been targeting the floating weed called duckweed during 
September and October on pond 45 (lower right).  We have been using a systemic treatment 
along with contact treatments to eliminate the problem.  We have had a similar issue with pond 
100 (not pictured) which has another floating weed called azolla.  ASI has used the same 
treatments for this also.  We are also targeting slender spikerush in ponds 26-31 and treating with 
a systemic herbicide.  These ponds are not pictured.  With water levels receding due to the lack 
of rainfall, now is an opportune time to treat the spikerush.  There is not any flow out of the 
ponds, so our systemic herbicide can stay in the water table for a longer period of time, 
producing better results. 
  
 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 

  
The ponds pictured below have been problem ponds in the past, but with our treatments 

they have not been an issue. Pond # 49 (lower left) has had the submersed weed called cabomba 
on 20 – 30% of the perimeter in previous months and has had clean sandy bottoms for the past 
two months. Ponds #59 (lower right) and 53 (below) have both been heavy algae producers in 
past years, but have been kept in control in October.
