Site Comments: 

 

 Temperatures are dropping, which means that the overall growth will slow down over the next two months.  This 
will give us more of an opportunity to focus on detail work throughout Fish Hawk Ranch.  The ponds pictured 
below are examples of the detail work ASI will be doing in the next two months.  We are focusing on  lilies in 
pond 2 and littoral shelf work in pond 67.  The littoral shelf in pond 67 is in great shape but I observed some 
primrose and torpedo grass during my inspection.

Site Comments: 

 

The following ponds are currently being treated for various target plants and weeds; pond 100 is undergoing 
treatments for marsh grass and algae.  We have been working on primrose in the littoral shelf and perimeter of 
pond 68.  The target in pond 31 is lilies.  We will also be targeting cattail growth in the littoral shelves throughout 
FishHawk Ranch; cattails are one of the few plants in Florida that doesn’t go dormant in the winter. One of the 
priority sites is the littoral shelf of pond 69, which was treated in December.  It was too early to see the results of 
our treatments at the time of inspection.  The results will be posted in January’s report.  Pond 59 was planted in 
2010 and the plantings are doing well.  There is algae growth in the pond but it is all contained in the littoral shelf.  
Prior to the planting, the algae would form in the shelf and then float into the open water and then more algae 
would form creating a cycle that made management difficult.  That is not the case anymore.

Site Comments: 

 

 Most of the native perimeter plants are going dormant right now.  The plants basically shut down to conserve 
energy during cold weather and short days.  These plants will brown out and look dead, but they will recover in the 
spring. Ponds 7 and 46 are good examples of duck potato and pickerel weed starting dormancy for the winter.

                                                                                             Site Comments: 

 

In January and February ASI will be continuing to focus on detail work throughout FishHawk Ranch.  We will be 
spot spraying out cattails and various other nuisance weeds in the littoral shelves.  The littoral shelves are more 
accessible in the winter because of the low water levels.  Overall, the ponds in FishHawk Ranch are in good shape 
and continuing to improve.  Pond 56 was 60% covered with hydrilla last month and it has been reduced to 0% at 
the time of inspection.  A small band of algae formed as a result of the hydrilla breaking down and releasing 
nutrients into the water.  Sites 9, 56, 49 and 52 are more examples of the pond conditions in FHR.  
ASI has one technician on sight for each CDD, 7 times per month; this is proving to be very effective at controlling 
the overall growth in FHR.  We will be utilizing a boat, John Deere Gators and our wetland crew to suppress the 
new growth in the littoral shelves and open water along with removing debris from the shoreline.  Our technician’s 
check in with Holly in the morning and at the end of the day to take care of any last minute issues that may arise.
